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PINJAM – words to do with ‘borrow, lend’ 

 

* Hadi meminjam uang itu dari teman. 

Hadi borrowed the money from a friend. 

* Uang itu dipinjam dari teman. 

The money was borrowed from a friend. 

* Pemerintah meminjamkan uang kepada usaha kecil dengan bunga rendah. 

The government lent money to small businesses at low interest. 

* Uang itu dipinjamkan kepada usaha kecil dengan bunga rendah. 

That money was lent to small businesses at low interest. 

* Semua usaha kecil itu mendapatkan pinjaman dari pemerintah. 

All those small businesses got loans from the government. 
 

Notes 

* meminjam (v): to borrow (something) 

* meminjamkan (v): to lend (something) 

* pinjaman (n): a loan  [a “pinjaman” is something which is ‘dipinjam’.]

Banyak kata dalam bahasa Indonesia (yang) dipinjam dari bahasa asing. 

5. The money was only a loan and had to be returned. 

Uang itu hanya pinjaman dan harus dikembalikan.  
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6. Several players will be lent to other clubs this season. [with ‘klub’] 

Beberapa pemain akan dipinjamkan kepada (or ‘ke’) klub lain musim ini. 

7. S/he wants to borrow my motorbike this afternoon. 

Dia ingin meminjam (sepeda) motor saya nanti sore. 

8. Are there any banks that will lend money without a guarantee? [with ‘jaminan’] 

Apakah ada bank yang akan meminjamkan uang tanpa jaminan? 

9. He is worried because he cannot pay back the loan. [with ‘melunasi’]  

Dia khawatir (or ‘cemas’) karena tidak bisa melunasi pinjaman itu.
